BRAD PAISLEY, MIRANDA LAMBERT, ZAC BROWN BAND, LADY ANTEBELLUM, TOBY KEITH, FLYNNVILLE TRAIN and CRAIG MORRISON are among the  winners at the 4th French Highways Awards which took place in Paris, France on november 7..

          PARIS – Brad Paisley continues his reigns as the most awarded country music super star at the French Highways Awards since the inception of the annual event in 2009. Brad Paisley won for Entertainer of the Year in 2009, 2010 and 2012, Taylor Swift winning the coveted award in 2011. Brad Paisley played many times in Europe, and London in particular, in the last decade, with strong stage performances with his band. In the goal to honor Brad Paisley, HighwayFM.com board members have awarded him with the 2012 International Artist Achievement Award.

With three consecutive Female vocalist of the year award in 2010, 2011 and this year, Miranda Lambert is also one the most recognized American country music star here. Miranda Lambert played at the prestigious Country Night Festival, Gstaad, in Switzerland. Among other awards, Miranda Lambert won in 2010 in the Musical event category for "Bad angel", a collaboration with Jamey Johnson, and Dierks Bentley who was the strong top headliner at the Country Rendez-Vous Festival in 2008. The Country Rendez-Vous Festival is France's biggest country music annual event, and one of the most important on the international scene since its start 25 years ago.

Lady Antebellum won for Album of the year at the 2012 French Highways Awards in the Best Album category for "Own the night". Lady A. includes Hilary Scott, Charles Kelley and Dave Haywood, and the great trio is also the recipient of the Vocal Group of the year in 2009, 2010 and 2011.
Lady Antebellum is produced by veteran producer Paul Worley  and managed by the very respected Gary Borman, and the team has hugely increased the impact of the band on the international scene these recent years. July 2012 will stay a very important step in this process with an extremely extensive European tour, Lady Antebellum sharing the stage with Bruce Springsteen and John Fogerty in London on july 14, then on their own for a sold out show at the Hammersmith Apollo on july 16. Lady A. brings a contemporary and very fresh mood in country music, and they look very fashion. The band have a 90 minutes DVD to be in stores on december 4 in the U.S., and Canada early 2013.

Toby Keith also wants to extend his career on the international market. He just won at the 4th French Highways Awards for Single of the year with "Beers ago" and Music video for "Red solo cup" directed by Michael Salomon. Toby Keith is also a well-known and respected songwriter, recognized by the NSAI.

The southern rock group FLYNNVILLE TRAIN got a so strong impact these last couple of years, with their first concert in France at the Country Rendez-Vous Festival in front of 12 000 fans, with their hard-driving southern rock and country music, and just won for Best International artist at the 2012 French Highways Awards. The band also played the Mragowo Festival in Poland.
Toby Keith says about FLYNNVILLE TRAIN: "When I saw them live, they were more than I could have expected and I signed them on the spot".
Such was his description of FLYNNVILLE TRAIN, who were also signed to his management team as well as his Show Dog label. The deal resulted in two charted singles on the Billboard chart and a number 22 spot on the "Heatseeker" Billboard chart. Brothers Brian Flynn (lead vocal) and Brent Flynn (guitar & vocals), Tommy Bales (drums) and Joseph Shreve (bass & vocals) have a new single "The one you love" and a new album scheduled for early 2013 on Whiskey Bent Records/Flying Island Entertainment.

One of the best newcomers is Easton Corbin who is now so well-known in Nashville and in America. Easton Corbin won for New artist of the year 2012, and obtained the Song of the year award in 2010. His second, and new album "All over the road", got a strong airplay, and both albums have been released in the U.K. by the very active Wrasse Records.

Vocal Group of the year and Song of the year go to the Zac Brown Band. The band and lead singer/songwriter Zac Brown got the award for "The wind", and the group recently shared the stage with Alan Jackson among other stars, and Little Big Town who won for Video of the year at the 2009 French Highways Awards, and Group of the year at the recent 46th annual CMA Awards at the Bridgestone Arena in Nashville.

Big & Rich are back with a superb album "Hillbilly Jedi" and won for Vocal duo of the year. Guests on the album are two rock giants, Jon Bon Jovi and Richie Sanbora.

Australian-born country artist Craig Morrison is among the winners. The Sydney native moves to Nashville in 2011, and his self-titled project was released on may 1 in America. Craig Morrison just won in the Best Australian category at the 4th French Highways Awards. Respected MusicRow contributor, and music critic, author and historian Robert Oermann wrote : « This Aussie cracks the U.S. country marketplace with a gently rolling social statement about the nature of barricades in our lives.  Well written and expertly produced, it’s a mighty promising debut. ». Craig Morrison is produced by Grammy-nominated record producer Mark Moffatt.
Also, HighwayFM.com salutes living legend Glen Campbell with a Tribute.
